After a period of inactivity, your interface will enter sleep mode. When in sleep mode, the power icon will be
lit by a pulsing green light. If this is not the case, verify the interface(s) and power cables are plugged into
the valve media module and the power supply cord is plugged into the outlet.

Scrolling through the menu items: Use the dial to scroll through and highlight the various menu items.

Selecting the highlighted menu item: Press the [OK Icon] to select the highlighted menu item.

The above example path directs you to press the [Icon], then indicates that you would scroll to and then
select “menu item 1” by pressing the [OK Icon], and then scroll to and select “menu item 2.”
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Operating without the Dial Ring

If your dial ring is lost or misplaced, you can still use your interface by activating the alternate scroll mode.
NOTE: When the alternate scroll is activated, the user presets will not be available.

When on the main “Shower” or “Settings” screen, the alternate scroll mode can be activated by pressing and
holding the [Back Icon] for 8 seconds.

For Portrait Interfaces: Once activated, the [123 User Icon] will allow you to scroll down and the [456 User
Icon] will allow you to scroll up. Press the [OK Icon] to select the highlighted option.

For Landscape Interfaces: Once activated, the [123 User Icon] will allow you to scroll up and the [456 User

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Using Your Shower

IMPORTANT! The interface must be set up according to your chosen valve configurations before
proceeding. If the configuration has not yet been selected in your interface, refer to the ”Set the Valve
Configuration - Preset Options” or “Set the Valve Configuration - Custom Options” section.

o To begin using your shower, use the dial to scroll to the shower screen.

o Press the [OK Icon] to select and turn on your shower.

If your user presets are already set, refer to the “Using User Presets” section.

o At any time, the shower can be turned OFF by pressing the [Power Icon].

The water will turn on and you will see a temperature screen displaying the current temperature and the set
temperature.

If you have the auto purge function activated: All the water outlets (with the exception of any
handshowers) will turn on and remain on until the set temperature is reached. (See the “Auto Purge” section
for instructions to turn this feature ON or OFE)

Once the set temperature is reached all outlets except the designated primary showerhead will turn off. (See
the “Select Primary Water Outlet” section for more information on selecting or changing your primary water
outlet.)

If the auto purge function is not activated: The primary water outlet, usually a single showerhead, will turn
on. (See the “Select Primary Water Outlet” section for more information on selecting or changing your
primary water outlet.)

Hot Therapy will start with a water temperature of 101°F (38°C) for 90 seconds, decrease to 96°F (36°C) for
45 seconds, decrease again to 86°F (30°C) for 30 seconds, then step the temperature back up to 96°F (36°C)
for 45 seconds before going back to 101°F (38°C). The water temperature will continue to cycle until this
function is turned OFF.

Cold Therapy will start with a water temperature of 86°F (30°C) for 30 seconds, increase to 96°F (36°C) for
45 seconds, increase again to 101°F (38°C) for 90 seconds, then step the temperature back down to 96°F
(36°C) for 45 seconds before going back to 86°F (30°C). The water temperature will continue to cycle until
this function is turned OFF.

Music Server Set-up — Getting Started

Your system contains a network music player that does not store any files; instead, it plays files stored on a
network computer. The software in your system communicates with the music server software allowing you
to access and play the music files stored on your computer.

Before you can stream audio from your home computer to your shower, you must first complete the
following:

o Verify you have a compatible music server installed on your computer. Refer to the “Compatible
Music Servers” section.

o Connect your system to your computer network via WiFi or Ethernet. An Ethernet cable can be
plugged in directly to the media module or a wireless access point must be in range for WiFi
connections.

o Establish a network connection. If your network is secured, you will need to enter the WEP or WPA
key. Refer to the “WiFi Security” section.

o Enable music sharing (if required by your music server). Refer to the “Enable Music Sharing”
section.

Enabling Sharing in Windows Media Connect
o Click the Windows Media Connect tray icon or open Windows Media Connect through the

Windows Control Panel. The media server appears in the notification area in the bottom-right corner
of the window.
o Open the Wizard window, click the media server and then click “Allow.”

o Windows Media Connect will now authorize the media server.
o Click Close.

Enabling Sharing in Firefly Media Server
O You do not need to enable the Firefly Media Server to share music.

NOTE: Firefly must be running in order to access your music from the system.
Enabling Sharing in iTunes

o Select iTunes/Preferences menu (Mac) or Edit/Preferences (PC).

o In the dialog box that appears, click the Sharing tab.

o Verify that the Share My Music option to enable sharing on your local network is selected.

IMPORTANT! Do not assign a password.

NOTE: iTunes must be running to play music from your library.
Enabling Sharing in Rhapsody

o0 Make sure the Rhapsody application is running.

o Select User Settings from the Options menu.

o Navigate to the UPnP tab, and then click Start to start the server.

O Select the "Start UPnP server once logged in” option so that the server starts each time you run the
Rhapsody application.

Your Rhapsody server should now appear in you list of available music servers. You can now access your
songs and Rhapsody radio stations.

NOTE: Rhapsody must be running to enable automatic log in.

Enabling Sharing in Musicmatch
o Select Options/Settings.
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Enable Music Sharing (cont.)

o Click the CD Lookup/Connectivity tab.

o Select Enable Music Server and then select Universal Plug and Play. You can close Musicmatch if
you like — the UPnP server will keep running in the background.

Adding Internet Stations

o The media module currently supports MP3 and WMA Internet radio stations. RealAudio and
AACplus stations are not supported at this time.

Adding Internet Stations via the Website:

o Enter the device IP address into a web browser address bar. For information on getting your device
IP address, refer to the “Roku IP Address” section.

O Select the “Presets” hyperlink.

o Enter the name and URL for the new internet radio station(s) into the desired preset station fields.

o Click “Update Presets.”

Using iTunes to Play Internet Stations:

If you want to listen to a station that is not among the built-in list of stations, you can use iTunes to connect
to that station, and then listen to it on your system. (Windows Media Connect users can continue to use
WMC for your music library, and just use iTunes for this feature.)

To play Internet radio stations with the iTunes music server through the media module:
o In iTunes, create a new playlist (for example, let’s call it “RadioFavorites”).

o Find the stations that you would like to play; browse the iTunes Internet radio station list by
clicking on the Radio button on the Source tray of iTunes, or import a specific URL from its online
source.

o Drag and drop the stations you like into the “RadioFavorites” playlist. The result is an iTunes
playlist that contains your favorite radio stations.

o Play this playlist on your system. Connect to your iTunes Music Library by selecting the name of
your library.

o Once connected to your library, select “Playlists.”

o Scroll down to the saved playlist (in our example, “RadioFavorites”) and select it. You can now
scroll through your favorite radio stations.

O Select a station to begin streaming. Refer to the “Internet Radio” section.
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
