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How to Install the Handshower

Remove the guard on the outlet
connector firstly.

Put the washer(7) into end A of the
hose(8), and then connect end A of the
hose to the handshower(5).

Put the washer(6) into end B of the
hose and connect end B of the hose to
the faucet outlet(9).

Tighten all the connectors.
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The temperature is set by slowly turning the temperature
selector(right-hand handle). For safety reasons, there is
a stop that limits temperature to 37°C. To get a higher
temperature, push the button and continue turning the
temperature selector counter-clockwise. Water flow is
set by turning the left handle.

Turn the right handle clockwise for cold water, turn
counter-clockwise for hot water.

For 33085T-9E2, water flows out from spout when
faucet diverter is in the normal position. Lift the diverter
knob gently, shower works.
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CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS
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How to Install the Bracket

Determine a suitable location on the
finished wall to install the bracket.

Mark bracket base mounting hole
locations on the wall according to the
dimension. Drill two holes on the
finished wall, the holes should match
the anchors(10). Install the anchors.

Tighten screws(11) to secure bracket
base(12, flat side upward) on the wall.
Install bracket(13) onto the bracket
base and lock it in place.

Hang handshower on the bracket.

All Finishes: Clean the finish with mild soap and warm
water. Wipe entire surface completely dry with clean
soft cloth. Many cleaners may contain chemicals, such
as ammonia, chlorine, toilet cleaner etc. which could
adversely affect the finish and are not recommended
for cleaning.

Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents on Kohler
faucets and fittings.
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Ensure all coupling nuts are tightened.
Ensure the handles are in the off
position.

Turn on the main water supply and
check for leaks. Repair as needed.

For 33085T-9E2, remove handshower.
Remove aerator(14) with coin. Run hot
and cold water through the faucet for
about one minute to remove any debris.
Check for leaks. Remove any debris
from the aerator. Shut off the faucet,
reinstall the aerator and handshower.
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For 33083T-9E2, remove handshower.
Run hot and cold water through the
faucet for about one minute to remove
any debris.

Check for leaks. Shut off the faucet,
reinstall the hanshower.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
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How to Clear the Filter

The filters(15) can protect the faucet,
but it may get obstructed and reduce
water flow after long time.

When this happens, uninstall the
faucet, take out the washers(16) from
connectors(4). Clean filters(15) , then
reinstall the washers and faucet as
shown.
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Verification and Setting

Make sure that the water feeds of the
faucet have reached their highest
temperature by running the water
sufficiently. With the selector in position
37°C, the water temperature must be
within a range of 36°C and 38°C, as
measured by a thermometer. If not, the
installer can adjust the setting. The
setting steps are as follows:

Remove the handle plug. Uninstall the
screw with screwdriver(Do not lose the
washer). Remove the handle kit.

With the faucet on “cold” normal water
flow, slowly turn the temperature

selector (always in the same direction)
until water temperature reaches 37°C.

If the temperature goes over 38°C, go
back to the “cold” setting and reset it.

When the temperature is stable, do not
turn the cartridge spindle. Install
temperature handle, make sure the
round laser mark on the temperature
handle aligned with the number 37 on
the faucet body. Tighten the screw with
washer. Install the handle plug as
shown.
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How to Clear the Thermostatic
Cartridge

Very hard water can obstruct filters on
the thermostatic cartridge and reduce
water flow. Please clean the cartridge
as follows:

Shut off the water supply of the faucet
and open the water flow handle, then
proceed to remove the cartridge. The
cartridge is a sensitive part, please be
careful.

Make sure the reference mark is aligned
with number 37 before your action.
Remove the handle plug. Uninstall the
screw with screwdriver(Do not lose the
washer). Remove the handle kit.

Unscrew the nut and stopper. Remove
the cartridge cautiously. Clean the
thermostatic cartridge by soaking it in
warm vinegar.

After cleaning, install the “stop assembly”
back on the cartridge, adjust the stop pin
and fit it into the notch.

Install the assembly cartridge and stop in
the body, adjust the stop pin into the
notch.
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
