Circuit-Interrupter (GFCI). The GFCI protects against
Line-to-ground shock hazard. Use a 220-240 V, 10 A
(minimum), 50 Hz dedicated service for the whirlpool.

Slip boards under the old bath feet to protect
the floor, and slide the old bath out of the recess as
illustrated.

INSTALL THE BATH

1) Unpack bath shell and skirt and check for any transit
damage prior to installation.

2) Position the bath shell in the desired location in the
bathroom.

3) Check that the plumbing can be connected to the

bath when in the desired location.

4) Reaching under the bath, slide the feet clips onto

the feet as they would be when the bath is clipped in.

Check that the clips are all oriented in the same

direction and then mark around the feet with a

marker pen.

5) Make sure that there will be room to slide the bath
out of the feet clips and that the surrounding walls
will not interfere with the installation. Also check that
the feet clips are oriented in such a way that the
bath can be slid in and out in one direction.

6) Remove the bath from position and attach the feet
clips to the floor using appropriate fixings screw.
Make sure the clips are fixed in the positions
marked in step 4. Use 2 screws to fix the clip on
diagnal position.

Note: a) All clips are oriented in
the same direction.

8) For floating rim joint baths adjust the feet to give a

level bath and the distance from the feet to the top

of the bath should conform to the roughing-in.

The weight of the baths should be supported by the

feet.

9) With the skirt attached to the bath, connect the

plumbing to the bath.

10) Place the apron and bath over the feet clips and

slide the bath into the feet clips to lock the unit to

the floor. If the bath does not fit tightly into the clips,

remove the bath and adjust the nuts so that it does.

11) Fill the bath with water and test for leaks.

Floor should be flat, level and free of any bumps or

protrusions.

Keep a certain clearance (suggested value: 5mm)

from floor to the apron bottom. Be careful with the

drain hose to prevent it to be squeezed.

C. Make Electrical Connections (For

Massage Bath or BBM)

WARNING: Risk of electric shock.

To reduce

box to a properly grounded, grounding-type
receptacle protected by Ground-Fault Circuit-
Interrupters (GFCI 's). Do not remove the plug
grounding pins. Do not use grounding adapters.

Electronic parameter label located on the
controller. This label also identifies the electrical rating.

1) Your Kohler bath with airjets is equipped with a cord
and plug. The blower motor has been wired at the
factory. A licensed electrician must install a
dedicated GFCI-protected, 220 V, 10 A, grounded
outlet.

CUTTING:

Small holes can be drilled with a twist drill,
but the cutting edge MUST be backed off with an oil
stone (the sharp edge dulled). Large holes must be
drilled with a hole saw. Maximum drill size-12mm. Drill
speeds-6mm x 1800 RPM-12 mm x 900 RPM.

Always drill from acrylic surface.

If for any reason the acrylic requires cutting,
use a fine tooth hacksaw and proceed with caution.
Edges can be smoothed with a second-cut file and
medium-fine sandpaper. If the surface of the acrylic
should happen to be damaged, it can be restored by
polishing with an abrasive cleaner . Deep scratches
can be removed by rubbing with 600 grade wet & dry
sandpaper then polishing.

CLEAN-UP AFTER INSTALLATIONCLEAN-UP AFTER INSTALLATION

When cleaning up after installation, do not use abrasive
cleansers as they may scratch and dull the surface.
Use warm water and liquid, non-abrasive detergent to
clean the surface.

Stubborn stains, paint, or tar can be removed with
mineral spirits. Do not use cleaners containing solvent.
Plaster can be removed by scraping with wood edge.
Do not use metal scrapers, wire brushes, or other metal
tools. One of the powder type detergents may be used
on a damp cloth to provide mild abrasive action to the
residual plaster.

A. Consumer Responsibilities
Cleaning Acrylic Surfaces: Do not use abrasive
cleansers on any acrylic surfaces, as they will scratch
and dull the surface. Wipe out the bath after each use
to prevent a build-up of soap and scum.
If the acrylic surface becomes dull, an automotive type
rubbing compound may be used on the unit, followed
by an application of paste wax.
We recommend:

Rubbing compound mequiars mirror glaze 28 metal
polish (import product) or "green oil".
