It is recommended that the drawer, door(s), and shelf be
removed from the cabinet before beginning the cabinet
installation. Doing so will ease the installation process.

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INSTALLATION

A. Install the Plumbing and Accessories

Install the services.

Hot (H) and Cold (C) inlets must be connected to the correct
inlet pipes.

Install the drain in accordance with the manufacturer’ s
instructions.

We suggest using P-trap drain. Connect P-trap pipe with
washbasin drain.

Caution!Make sure a watertight seal exisits on all
washbasin drain connections.

Caution!Provide access to the plumbing connections
for future plumbing maintenance.
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Note! The hot and cold water supplies must be installed with AR REARBKENLAERARER.

B. Install cabinet B. REIER

WARNING: Risk of property damage. The vanity is
heavy and cumbersome to move. Obtain sufficient
help to carefully lift or move the vanity to avoid
impacting, sliding, or side-loading the legs.

NOTE: To protect the finished surface of the vanity, perform
assembly tasks on a flat, padded work surface.

Insert wood plug into holes on both sides of the ®middle
bar, @back bar and ®@bottom board. Connect with @side
shelf and fix with screw and gasket. (Lock the @ back bar
through the back hole with tapping screws.)

Do the same to the other side shelf.

Insert the ®front bar and @back board downwards to their
corresponding positions.

Note: Wall-hung installation is recommended to secure the
cabinet. Please follow the instructions below.

Put the cabinet against wall. If necessary, adjust the
adjustable legs to make the cabinet level.

Mark the hole for the back bar on the wall with pencil.
Move away the cabinet, drill holes and insert anchors.
Put the cabinet back and fix with screws.

Install the ®drawer and @door (refer to the installation
instructions that follows). Fix the handle and complete
installation.
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C. Door Installation

NOTE: To ease installation, get assistance supporting the
door.

o Align the hinge hooks with the slot of the top bracket.
o Slide the hinge onto the top bracket.

o Clip the hinge onto the bracket to secure.

o Repeat for the lower hinge.

D. Door Adjustments
Adjustment

e Refer to the illustration and note the screwdriver location
for the desired adjustment.

Removal

e Apply a small amount of leverage to the door with one
hand to keep the door in the full open position.
e Press the clip to release the hinge from its bracket.

e Move the door forward to slide the hinges off the brackets.

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E. Remove and reinstall the drawer

o Fully extend the rail.

e Expose the tab on the side of the rail.

e Push the left and right tabs upwards and downwards and
pull out the drawer.

o To reinstall the drawer, please align the side groove with
the rail and set the drawer in place. If necessary, please
loosen the screws to adjust the rail width.

ATTENTION: Please hold the drawer when removing or
installing the drawer. Ask for assistance if necessary.
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F. Install the Vanity Top

o Install the faucet to the vanity top following the faucet
manufacturer's instructions.

o Install the under-counter lavatory according to its
installation instructions. Make sure the lavatory is securely
fixed.

o Properly seat the vanity top on top of the vanity. The back
of the vanity top must be flush against the finished wall.

e Push down on each corner of the vanity top to make sure it
does not rock from side to side on the vanity. Adjust the
vanity top with the adjustable screws on the top if
necessary.

o Remove the vanity top from the vanity and set it aside.

o Apply a 3mm thick bead of silicone sealant around the top
edge of the cabinet.

o Carefully position the vanity top on top of the vanity.

o Apply a small bead of silicone sealant to the top edge
where the vanity top contacts the wall. Allow the caulk to
dry before proceeding. Refer to the manufacturer's
instructions for recommended drying time.

e Connect the drain and supplies. Please refer to relevant
instructions of lavatory or drain.

Note: The cabinet can be installed with P-trap or S-trap.

1. Many cleansers contain abrasive and chemical substance
which is not suitable for cleaning stainless steel, enamel,
plating or plastic products. You may use mild cleansers or
soaps to clean the surfaces. Wipe any splashes of cleaner
solutions from the surface with clean soft cloth.

2. Maintain ventilation in the bathroom, and separate the dry
area from the damp one if conditions permit. Try to open
the door and windows of the bathroom and maintain good
ventilation.

3. Kohler bathroom cabinet are dealt with strict procedures
for damp-proof, whose good damp-proof function ensures
good performance even in bathroom of huge humidity. Yet
do not splash and pour water directly on the bathroom
cabinet. Make sure that the bathroom is not over damp
and wipe any splashes from surfaces immediately.

4. Maintenance of door board: Clean and wipe door board
regularly, and wipe the condensation vapor with dry and
soft cloth.

5. Ensure that electrical connections for appliances such as
head lamp is insulated; wipe mirror surface with chamois
regularly to guarantee the persistent excellent performance.

6. Please do not sit, lean or step on the cabinet.
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
